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BADMINTON 

 

1. Basic rules of badminton apply 
2. Players for single matches can compete in doubles. 
3. PLAYERS ARE REMINDED TO PROVIDE THEIR OWN SHUTTLECOCKS. SHUTTLECOCKS WILL ONLY 

BE PROVIDED FOR SEMI FINALS AND FINALS FOR ALL EVENTS.  
4. New rally, 21 points scoring system is used. 
5. Singles (Men & Women) 

 Preliminary rounds – knockout ( 21 point system ) 

 Quarter-final – knockout ( 21 point system ) 

 Semi-final & Final - best of 3 games of 21 points 
 

6. Mens’ doubles 

 Preliminary rounds – knockout ( 21 point system) 

 Quarter-final – knockout  ( 21 point system ) 

 Semi-final & Final - best of 3 games of 21 points 
 

7. All teams are required to provide an umpire, referee and linesmen upon request. 
8. All teams are required to be punctual and register at the main desk. Teams are also reminded to 

check the fixtures often in preparation for matches. Lateness will be strictly dealt with and may 
result in disqualification. 

9. Participants are expected to abide by the rules and regulations of the Sports Centre and the 
respected venues. The Games Officials have the right to dismiss individual/s or participating 
team/s in an event where the rules have been breached or as seen appropriate by the regulations. 
Unruly behaviours or any conspicuous assault at our Games Officials would not be tolerated. 

10. All disputes are to be referred to the NMS Games Committee, which will have the final say. Please 
make sure any issues regarding the validity of players or other issues concerning any events are 
made before the start of the event. Individual/s or team/s, which did not fulfil any aspects of the 
rules of their respective events, would be disqualified. 

11. Captains (for team events) must take the responsibility to ensure their team is ready and available 
for their event at least 10 minutes before it starts. Please notify any problems to the Official/s in 
charge of the particular event. Unless a reasonable excuse is brought forward or any given 
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circumstances are justified, the ‘Walkover Rule’ will apply to the team that is 3 minutes late from 
their expected schedule. 

12. The NMS Games committee has the right to alter the rules any of the respective events to ensure 
it ends in time and according to schedule.
